	 Pump House 2 and 6 Rehabilitation.  The project included new piping, pumps, controls, and generators.
	 Repaired a 48” valve at Busse Dam.

	Water Consumption – We purchased over 1.788 billion gallons of water from the Northwest Suburban Municipal Joint Action Water Agency (JAWA) in the 2019 calendar year, a 1.08% decrease from 2018.  No well water was needed to supplement the Lake Michiga...
	Water Distribution Repairs – In 2019, 82 water main repairs were made reflecting an increase of 43%. Last year’s increase in water repairs largely contributed to the particular cold winter experienced in January and February. The length of pipe requir...
	Storm Water System Repairs and Maintenance – In 2019, 142 storm sewer inlets were repaired. In addition, 3,500 feet of storm sewers were flushed.
	Sanitary Sewer Maintenance – In 2019, 37,000 feet of sanitary sewer cleaning was completed, marking a 9% decrease from 2018.
